Pete's Letter 
Christian Peacemaker Teams 

     Several Years ago a group of us from our church went down to the Mennonite Church on the Hill to hear two young people speak who 
had been part of a Christian Peacemaker Team in Iraq. The daughter of the Mennonite pastors (the Goerings) and her husband were the 
speakers. They told with great emotion about the experience of being in Iraq and how the war was affecting ordinary Iraqis and of the 
huge American military bases that were being built in the desert. It was, therefore, with particular interest and anxiety that I have been 
following the fate of the four Christian Peacemakers who were kidnapped in Iraq. Happily, three of them, Jim Looney and Harmeet Soo-
don of Canada and Dr. Norman Kember of Great Britain were found unharmed by American soldiers, but Tom Fox, the only American, 
was not so lucky. His tortured body was recovered several weeks ago. I decided to learn about Christian Peacemaker Teams (CPT). 
     In 1984, Ron Sider, a Mennonite pastor speaking at an international Mennonite Assembly in France called for the mobilization of peace 
armies made up of people willing to risk death by placing themselves between warring parties around the globe. "Unless we are ready to 
die developing new nonviolent attempts to reduce international conflict, we should confess that we never really meant the cross was an 
alternative to the sword", he said. This challenge started North American Mennonites to join with the other historic peace churches, the 
Quakers and Church of the Brethren to create CPT in 1986. With offices in Toronto and Chicago, they now work all over the world in 
places of conflict. CPT has 40 full time people and 140 reservists who serve for shorter stints. Currently, CPT maintains actions in Iraq 
and in northern Colombia placing themselves between right-wing paramilitaries and left-wing guerillas, in western Ontario, where a Native 
tribe is fighting efforts to clear cut its forests and at the US / Mexico border in Arizona where tensions are high over illegal immigration and 
in Israel and Palestine. The longest term action is in Israel/Palestine where teams have been assaulted by Israeli settlers while accompa-
nying Palestinian children to school, faced machine guns in confrontations between Israelis and Palestinians ridden on Jerusalem busses 
targeted by Palestinian suicide bombers and been imprisoned for opposing the demolition of Palestinian homes. CPT has also worked in 
Chiapas, Bosnia, Chechnya, Haiti and other hot spots. The CPT crew in Baghdad numbers between four to seven people who are rotated 
in for three months at a time, has chosen to stay in Iraq when many other organization have pulled out. It lives outside the "Green Zone" 
alongside Iraqis. They act as human shields to  deter attacks, supported the UN weapon inspectors, document human rights abuses such 
as the maltreatment of detainees at Abu Ghraib and other prisons. 
     CPT members look to Jesus as their example. "Jesus said if you're going to be my followers, you must take up my cross" said Cliff 
Kindy, an experienced CPT member. "That's more than wearing it on your neck or as a tie pin". (Christian Century, January 24, 2006). 
Tom Fox, in a reflection written a year before his abduction said, "Does (CPT work) mean that I walk into a raging battle to confront the 
soldiers? Does it mean I walk the streets of Baghdad with a sign saying' American for the Taking'? No to both counts. But if Jesus and 
Gandhi are right, than I am asked to risk my life, and if I lose it, to be as forgiving as they were when murdered by the forces of Satan". 
    I am heartened and challenged to know that there are Christian folk living out their faith in this way.
