Next week, at
the request of the Al
Ramirez and family (he
bought a sermon subject
from me at the Silent
Auction last year) we will
be observing the Day of the
Dead at CUCC. I will be
preaching on it, and the
Ramirez family will be
bringing various
decorations and foods to
help us understand and
celebrate the holiday. The
Day of the Dead (as I am
learning), is celebrated at
the time of our Halloween
and All Saints day, Oct. 31-
Nov.2. It is celebrated in
Mexico, some other parts
of Central America and by
Mexican immigrants
around the world. Whereas
our Halloween has distant
roots in Samhain, the Celtic
day of the dead when they
believed the vale that
separates the living from
the dead becomes very thin
and is mostly about
children gathering candy
door to door; the Dia de los
Muertos is observed by
adults almost more than
children and reflects a very
different and ancient view
of death. The practice of
welcoming the dead on
these days in the fall
predates the western,
Catholic culture of the
European colonists and
reflects much older, Aztec
and other Native American
beliefs 3,000 years old,
that death is part of life.
Death for them and many

Mexicans and others today
is just one phase in the
infinite cycle of life. It is
actually reflects a deep
faith in the afterlife.
Today’s beliefs reflect a
blending of ancient, pre-
Christian and Catholic
beliefs that the dead do not
die, but go to heaven, hell,
or for some, the ancient
belief in the realm of
Mictlan.

Each year at harvest
time, (moved from August
to November by the
Catholic missionaries to
coincide with All Saint’s
Day — Nov. 15t) the dead
return to earth to visit their
descendents and enjoy
some of the pleasures of life
again. Therefore, for
thousands of years, the
living have prepared for
their visit by preparing the
favorite foods of their
ancestors, placing
“Ofrenda” or offerings on
home altars and in
cemeteries for the dead to
enjoy. Offerings of candles
to guide their way, food,
special bread (pan de
Muertos — bread of the
dead), sugar skull candles
(to represent the sweetness
of life) and salt (life’s
bitterness), water, soft
drinks and alcohol,
cigarettes, special incense
(copal), candied pumpkin,
seasonal fruits and
vegetables as well as new
clothes for the dead and
anything the family thinks
the dead would enjoy from
music to art are placed on
and around the altars for
the dead when they come.
The dead enjoy the aroma
and taste of the food, the
shell of which is preserved
to be eaten later by the

descendents as a blessing.
The dead are not seen to be
dangerous, but are actually
protectors to the living. The
dead can protect you or
make things difficult for
you depending on how you
treat them, and some
people have claimed dire
results for ignoring the visit
of the dead.

In practice the Day of the
Dead revolves around
putting together family
altars, sometimes with
pictures of the deceased,
cleaning up and decorating
cemetery plots, family
picnics by some in the
cemetery and the sharing
of traditional foods, sugar
skulls and Pan de Muertos.
Marigolds, the flowers of
this holiday will be
everywhere in some
Mexican towns — and
sometimes it is the most
rural towns that still hold
the old traditions most
carefully. Some line the
streets to the cemeteries
with marigolds to guide the
smallest (children who
died) to the town. All in all,
it represents a different
view of death from the
Europeans who conquered
this continent. It is
captured well by Mexican
poet, Octavia Paz:

“The word death, is not
pronounced in New York,
in Paris, in London,
because it burns the lips.
The Mexican, in contrast,
is familiar with death,
Jjokes about it, caresses it,
sleeps with it, celebrates it,
it is one of his favorite toys
and his most steadfast
love.”
