
Communion Servers Duties

During the service – right after the pastor’s initial Communion invitation and prayer.

1. Come forward and stand off to one side of the Communion table. Servers should be configured in two lines as follows:

· 3 people on one side of the table

· a child grape juice server closest to the table 

· an adult wine server in the middle 

· an adult bread server at the end 

· 2 people on the other side of the table 

· a child grape juice server closest to the table

· an adult wine server in the middle

· the pastor will eventually be the bread server on the end

Once the pastor has blessed the elements, take a cup of wine and return to your position.

After a communion recipient has torn a piece of bread from the loaf, offer him/her the 


cup of wine. 

(Note: Please be cognizant of the preference of children and some adults for grape juice. Pull the wine cup back a bit if it is not immediately accepted or if you are approached by a child. Parents will usually guide children toward the grape juice, so little intervention should be required on your part.)
4. As bread is dipped into the cup, look the person in the eye, smile, and say one of these phrases to them:

· “Cup of Blessing”

· “Cup of New Life”

· “Cup of the New Covenant”

To personalize, you may wish to append “for you” and the person’s name to the above phrases.

(Note: Do not engage people beyond these phrases. Just smile and nod if people greet you in a social manner or if they thank you for serving them.)

5.
When there is no longer a line at your station, scan the congregation for individuals who were physically unable to come forward. With the bread server, approach them at their seats and ask directly whether they would like to receive Communion. Serve them as above if they respond affirmatively.

6. Return to your station and serve one another communion.

7. Replace the cup on the Communion Table and return to your seat.
